ASPIRE: A Structured Program to Guide Resident Experience in Research

Research Certificate Requirements
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The research project is a longitudinal learning experience required by the American Society of Health-System Pharmacists (ASHP) in order to complete your pharmacy residency. The goal of ASPIRE is to assist residents in meeting the applicable goals and objectives through completion of a practice-related project using effective project management skills.
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There will be 9 mandatory training sessions throughout the residency year. You will be expected to attend all sessions in order to receive your training certificate. Sessions consist of interactive large and small group sessions where you will have the opportunity to apply research concepts to both a “dummy” study (large group) and to your individual research study (small groups). Prior to most sessions, you will be required to watch an online didactic lecture and complete any required assignments so you can actively participate in the session. As part of ASPIRE, you will also be asked to complete session evaluations to improve the training in upcoming years.

You will also be expected to develop a research portfolio. See details on the “Research Portfolio”
